Tb receive appropriate
acknowledgement and recognition.

Th be assured that information about
their donations is handled with vespect and with
confidentiality to the extent provided by Jaw.

To expect that all relationships awith
individuals representing organizations of interest
to the donor will be professional in nature.

15 be informed awhether those seeking
donations are volunteers, employees of the
organization or hired solicitors.

IX.

To hawve the apportunity for their
names fo be deleted from mailing lists that
an organization may intend to share.

X.

Tb feel free to ask questions when making
a donation and fo receive prompt, truthful and
Jorthright answers.
